What does the Bible teach about 
fasting? (See: Daniel 1, Isaiah 58, Matthew 6) 
 

5. Lent is often seen as a season of abstinence, but we may also ask what are you 
“taking up” for Lent. As we approach Easter, in what ways do you hope to draw 
closer to Jesus?
